Your team will also be working on its own original drama to present after church on New Years Eve as part of OAFC Theatre a tradition since the beginning of NYGs. These dramas are often humorous and cover a variety of themes, but remain part of the ministry of OAFC in sharing the Good News of Jesus. Rules are as follows: The Gospel must be clearly presented in your skit. Every member of your team must be somehow involved. The skit shall be no longer than 15 minutes in length. The skit may not put down or belittle any member of OAFC (or anyone else for that matter). Try to make your skit one which can be included in future editions of Another Book of Acts.
