houses where no one was home.

During our survey we asked, "Where do you believe you will go when you die?" Most people answered
"heaven." Then we ask, "Why do you believe you will go to heaven?"
people were sure of going to heaven through what Jesus did for them;
said they thought they would go because of their own good works;
said they did not know how to get to heaven; and
persons did not answer that question or take our survey.

We shared with all who would listen that Jesus gave His life to pay for all their sins, that they might be certain of
going to heaven. OAFC is a partner in the Ablaze effort of the LCMS to reach 100 million unchurched people with the
Good News of Jesus. This weekend we can report such visits.

Through our neighborhood survey we discovered person(s) who is (are) interested in learning more about
Jesus Christ their Savior. We ask that you welcome these souls into your midst and pray for them. We would like to
leave the names of these individuals with your congregation for follow-up. Would
please come forward to receive these?
