Ongoing Ambassadors for Christ seeks to Train youth and adults in sharing their faith with others. Through our door to door survey and other methods of sharing we proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ and what he has done to save everyone.
Individual Involvement
Generally OAFC trains individuals who are age 12 and older -- a few have even been younger; no one is too old. New people observe and learn from trained individuals, and eventually they are also able to train someone. To receive training, an individual simply has to attend a training event. Training events include: 1) Outreach Weekends held at local LCMS congregations, 2) Regional Outreach Events such as a New Year's Eve Training-Celebration 3) National Summer Training held annually. All OAFC activities center around proclaiming the Gospel of Jesus Christ. To utilize a variety of talents, OAFC uses six methods of sharing the Gospel: Singing, Dramas, Puppet Plays, Bible Studies, Personal Witnesses, and Neighborhood Surveying. Along with proclaiming the Gospel to others, participants also share their faith with each other, building one another up in Christ and creating strong friendships based around the common goal of proclaiming God's love. Through OAFC many individuals have found lifelong friends, and many persons have been influenced to go into full-time church work. What is an OAFC group?
An OAFC Group is made up of individuals who hold OAFC Outreach Weekends in the area where they live (generally a few adjacent LCMS circuits). A Group can be started in any area simply by having the people there receive training. Trained people can come to them, or they can go elsewhere to recieve training. Training includes all the OAFC methods plus how to conduct Outreach Weekends. Once individuals of your area have been trained, including an adult leader, you can begin to hold Outreach Weekends in the LCMS churches near you.
