Highlights
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Summer Training Report

This Summer, youth from across the country gathered in Kansas City, Missouri to spread the
Gospel with the Synod R.5.0. Ongoing Ambassadors For Christ (O.A.F.C.). This youth evangelism
organization has been equipping youth and adults for sharing the Gospel for 45 years in the
Missouri Synod, and this year was no exception. As with our outreach weekends, this Summer's
weeklong evangelism conference didn't just sit around talking about sharing the Gospel — we actu-
ally got out there into the communities and spoke face to face with people about the saving word
and works of Jesus Christ.

During the week of June 18-24th, O.A.F.C. youth and adults worked with 5 local KC congre-
gations to train almost 10 new youth and adults in sharing their faith while further equipping about
50 trained Ambassadors to be better leaders and teachers in their local groups across the country.
This year's conference theme was WITNESS From John 1:14. In O.A.F.C, youth learn to share their
faith through Christ-centered Bible Studies, Puppet Shows, Dramas, Songs, a Neighborhood Survey,
and Personal Witnessing, so that any Lutheran youth can find a means of expressing their faith in a
way that fits their personality and abilities. In the conference Bible Study, each day youth worked
through passages where the apostles claim eyewitness authority in their witness, and how they call
every Christian to be witnesses of their testimony and, through our vocations, to be witnessed as
Christians in the midst of an unchristian world. The keynote speaker was Dr. Jeff Kloha of Concordia
Seminary, St. Louis, speaking on the reliability of the Bible as true eyewitness testimony. In other
workshops, youth learned about World Religions, Digital Witnessing, Cold Calls, Congregation Pros-
pect Follow-ups, Puppet ministry, and Bible Studies on homosexuality and how to share the Gospel.

With the witnessing survey, O.A.F.C. youth and adults partnered with local congregation
members to visit 1431 houses and speak with 551 people about the Gospel. They shared with all
who would listen that everyone can have the assurance of eternal life by faith in Christ and not by
our own works or inventions. 419, or 76% of the people they spoke to didn't know or confess
Christ as their savior, and so they had the opportunity to witness to them about the certainty of sal-
vation in Christ and to encourage them to go to their local Lutheran congregation to be fed by the
spiritual food of the Word. In these canvassing efforts, 30 people were found who were interested
INn learning more about Christ and their local Lutheran church. They even took that saving message
to local nursing homes, reaching out to everyone with the Good News that God so loved them that
he gave his only Son for them. Through the efforts of great pastors, youth, and adults, the O.A.F.C.
Summer Training was a success - both in spreading the Gospel and in spreading the ministry of
O.AF.C.

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From June 25 to July 7, an OAFC International Travel Team left the United
‘ 1 States for Cambodia to lead an Outreach Training Workshop for youth of the Evan-
-%’1 gelical Lutheran Church of Cambodia. The team was comprised of 8 members: Ethan
™ Boester, Collin Coats, Adam Fosse, Monica Hernandez, Sandra Hernandez, Pastor Pe-
—= ter Kirby, Lauren Sperry and John Robert (J.R.) Townsend. All of the team members
had previously been on stateside travel teams and brought much leadership and ex-
perience to the International team.

The International Travel Team trained and participated in the National Sum-
mer Training in Kansas City from June 18-24. Then the team gathered in Houston to
depart for Cambodia on June 25. They arrived in Phnom Penh on Saturday, June
27. For three days the team toured some of the religious and cultural sites of the
capital such as Toul Sleng Prison, the Killing Fields Genocidal Museum, the Royal Pal-
ace, the National Museum and a number of markets. On Sunday they participated in
worship with Christ Lutheran Church and helped to lead music. The team was sup-
ported in Cambodia by staff of the Cambodia Christian Ministry Center, the local of-
fice of Lutheran Hour Ministries: director Rev. Phin Naro, Ravy, Heng, Songim, and
Kunthea. They graciously escorted the team through its travels and provided coordi-
nating support.

From Tuesday, June 30 to Friday, July 3, the team led training for 28 youth
from 13 churches in 8 provinces of Cambodia. The training consisted of a Biblical
foundation for outreach, guitar and keyboard training, digital outreach, and work-
shops on puppet shows, drama, personal witness and Bible study. A further benefit of
the training was that the Cambodian youth were housed together, so spent much
time in the evenings building relationships and encouraging each other in Christian
witness. The team also worked on training the Cambodian youth in singing some of
the unknown hymns in the Cambodian Lutheran hymnal.

On Saturday, July 4™ the team departed Phnom Penh for Siem Reap, and
was able to tour heritage sites such as Angkor Wat, Ta Prom temple and Bayon tem-
ple, along with cultural sites such as a Silk Farm, Viethamese water village on Tonle
Sap lake, and the Angkor National Museum. These cultural and religious visits helped
team members to learn about the culture and religious influences on Cambodia from
Animism, Hinduism and Buddhism.
